Water Bottles (2x 1 quart, or 2 liter hydration system)
Poncho/ Raingear
Rain cover for pack
Stuff sacks for sleeping bag, clothing, smellables
Eating Utensils (bowl, cup, spoon)
Small Pocketknife
First Aid Kit (including lip balm, moleskin, pain reliever)
Towel (small cloth or camptowel)
Toothbrush/ Toothpaste (toothpaste may be shared)
Compass
Small Flashlight (AA or AAA, with extra batteries)
Toilet Paper (1/3 roll)
Rope or Cord (lightweight, 25')

	

	Clothing
Long Pants (zip-offs, wind pants, scout pants, NO JEANS)
Shorts (weather permitting)
Thermal Top/Bottom (according to weather)
Briefs (pack 1 extra pair)
T-Shirt (pack an extra)
Warm Layer (fleece, sweater)
Jacket (outer shell, wind and/or rain proof)
Light Wool/Fleece Gloves, Stocking Cap (per weather)
Hat or Bandana
Outer Socks (wool or poly/wool) pack an extra pair
Liner Socks (thin Polypro) pack an extra pair
*Wear what the weather calls for, pack the rest.
* Choose acrylic and wool fabrics over cotton, especially in cold, wet weather.
